® Submit the following by November 1 (early
application) or February 15t to MWU :

» Official high school transcript
o Participate in an Interview Day, when
invited to do so
* Upon acceptance: Complete all prerequisite
coursework (listed on next page) at Lewis
within two years.*

Track 2: For first-year students at Lewis
University.

* In good standing at Lewis University

¢ Completing your first year of full-time
coursework at Lewis

¢ Have a minimum GPA of 3.0, and a at least a
C in each course.
¢ Submit the following by June 6% to MWU:
» Completed application
» Lewis transcripts upon completion
of the spring semester
o Participate in an Interview Day, when
invited to do so
* Upon acceptance: Complete all prerequisite
coursework (listed on next page) at Lewis
within two years of program acceptance.*

* Please note: Each new class of pharmacy
students at MWU COP begins the Pharm.D.
program in early June only. Mid-year
enrollments are not available at MWU.
